A public hearing was held on Wednesday, July 8, 2015 at 4:30 PM in the council chambers.

Members present:  Mayor King, Council:  Koprivec, Clusiau, Graves and Clerk Maras.

The city has been awarded $200,000 from IRRRB to possibly make improvement to what the city is calling the Third Street Project.  Residents that live in the areas affected were invited to the public hearing to discuss possible assessments.  The city assessment policies are currently 100% of alleys and 40% of sidewalks.  The city council will review this policy before the next meeting and make changes if agreed upon.

A resident was concerned about the city tarring private property.  If private property was tarred you would have to tar other privately owned areas.  The city should not be responsible for privately owned property.

The council will also look at developing a corner lot policy.

It was decided that the city will move forward and get bids on the project.
