A work session of the city council was held on Wednesday, March 25, 2015 at 4:00 PM in
the council chambers.

Members present:  Mayor King, Council:  Koprivec, Clusiau, Graves and Clerk Maras.

A discussion was held about the Housing Market Analysis that was done.  Mayor King would like everyone to be on the same page when we meet with representatives from Community Partners Research, Inc.  Our goal at this work session is to address comments/concerns and come up with a list of questions.  
Concerns:   
-Birdie has a concern about the rental amount.
-Paul has a concern if there are enough families to fill the units if we decide to go with the 10-12 unit option.  
Questions:  
-We would like an explanation of the 2 different options available for management and how each would work?
-Would Community Partners Research, Inc. help us find a developer/management company?
-Would it be worth it financially for the city and would there be a big difference between the 6-8 unit or the 10-12 unit option?
-How would we set up the maintenance?  Toftee is a small project could we get more information on how they are set-up and how things are ran?
-If we tabled this analysis would this study still be good?  How long is the study good for?  
what’s the timeframe?
-The governor released money in our area would we be eligible for those monies?


An update was given on the Waste Water Treatment Plan.  Mayor King met with Nashwauk and Nashwauk is open to having us determine if it is financially feasible.  Nashwauk gave us the green light to look at the land/lease for 2 more ponds.  Mayor King is going to do the land research, and Benchmark Engineering will put an estimate together.

An update was also given on the 3rd St. Project.  Mayor King wanted to ask the council if we should assess the residents.  The council thinks that because the city has assessed people in other areas for projects that it would only be fair to do it with this project.
