Mayor King gave a Community Center update that McGregor House Movers still have not moved the house and are not returning calls.

Mayor King wrote a letter of support for Governor Dayton regarding a bonding bill that would have funds available for infrastructure & waste water projects.  The City of Keewatin is on the project priority list with the state.  Things are moving forward!

Mayor King also reported that the fair market housing grant has been submitted to the state and a state representative is coming January 28, 2016 to look at the possible site.

Mayor King and councilman Clusiau met with General Waste and the owner of DEMCON a demolition/recycling company based out of Shakopee. General Waste has sold a portion of their business to DEMCON.  General Waste has talked about the possibility of expansion in the near future.
