ADD ON – Property at 118 4th Ave. W. (25 ft lot).  Mayor King received an e-mail from Wells Fargo saying that they would like to donate the property to the city.  Wells Fargo would pay all closing costs, pay the utilities current, and pay all back taxes.  Two parties are interested in tearing down the house and keeping the garage on the property.  They would be responsible for all demolition costs incurred.  Council is in agreement to let attorney Dimich talk to a Wells Fargo representative to make sure Wells Fargo does not have any stipulations on the demolition of the property and that the city would not have any out of pockets costs in obtaining the property.
