
A regular meeting of the city council was held on Wednesday, April 27, 2016 at 5:00 PM in the council chambers.
 
Members present: Mayor King; Council: Koprivec, Clusiau, Graves, Attorney Dimich, and Clerk Maras.  
  
A motion was made by Koprivec and seconded by Clusiau to accept the items on the consent agenda as submitted:

Mr. Johnson from Benchmark Engineering said there will be a pre-construction meeting within two weeks regarding the Third Street Project.  Mr. Johnson also attended a Joint Board meeting regarding the Wastewater Treatment Project and said that Greenway Township was in attendance.

Mayor King opened the Public Hearing to discuss a zoning issue at 122 First Ave. West.
A lean-to was built on the property that does not comply with the zoning ordinance.  
The property owner addressed the council and stated that he thought this was a power struggle.
Mayor King addressed the property owner that he has received letters on this issue and the bottom line is he is not complying with the city ordinance.
Mayor King told the property owner that the City of Keewatin would like the lean-to removed within a two week period. 
A motion was made by Clusiau and seconded by Koprivec to close the Public Hearing.

A motion was made by King and seconded by Clusiau to have the property owner of 122 First Ave. West comply with the zoning ordinance by May 11, 2016 or the City of Keewatin will at that time seek civil/administrative fines.

A motion was made by Clusiau and seconded by Graves to transfer $10,000 from the City’s General Fund into Street Savings.

A motion was made by Graves and seconded by Koprivec for the City of Keewatin to transfer $1,500 into the Fourth of July Fund.

A motion was made by Maras and seconded by Clusiau to allow the City of Keewatin to apply for a grant to remove a 1,000 gallon diesel tank at 125 West First Ave.

Mayor King asked Susan Thronson if it would be possible to have the water at the school tested
for lead.

Mr. Christenson from People’s Service, Inc. addressed the council about the RBC repairs that took place at the sewer plant.  He said the West shaft was replaced three years ago, and the East shaft was rebuilt in 2015 and broke six months later, recently being replaced.  Moving forward he suggests not welding any shafts because it does not last and it is a waste of funds.  Also he said that the bearings are greased on a weekly basis.
Mr. Christenson also talked about the Leachate Project which is trucked in waste.  He said it could be a revenue source for the City of Keewatin but it does involve some risk.  Regular monitoring would need to be done at an additional cost.
Lastly Mr. Christenson said that People’s Service, Inc. has someone that would come out and do smoke testing for $100/hr which includes the equipment, materials, and labor.  It would take roughly 2-3 weeks to get this process set-up.  Mr. Christenson also walked the creek and explained that when the creek is up it runs into the sewer.  There is a by-pass valve that holds the sewer in the plant but does not do a great job of keeping the water out.  Maybe in the near future we should look at options to replace this valve with something that would help keep the water out.    


A motion was made by Clusiau and seconded by Graves to approve an IRRRB 2016 demolition project.

A motion was made by Graves and seconded by Clusiau to hire NK Fastpitch to clean the ditches around town for $250.00.
