
A regular meeting of the city council was held on Wednesday, June 8, 2016 at 5:00 PM in the council chambers.

A motion was made by Graves and seconded by Koprivec to move the approval of the Career Development Contract to the June 22, 2016 meeting.

Mayor King reported that smoke testing was included in the previous People’s Service contract so they will conduct smoke testing at no cost to the city per the contract.  

A motion was made by Clusiau and seconded by Graves to approve the People’s Service contract as written for the next 3 years.

Mr. Pierce is representing USW Local 2660.  Mr. Pierce addressed the council and wanted to make it public record and ask what the next step would be regarding the damage done to the union hall when McGregor Movers moved the Community Center.  Mr. Pierce said that he has had contact via text message with McGregor Movers and was told that a check had been sent for the amount of $2,200.  He still has not received a check in the mail.  The City of Keewatin’s attorney has also drafted a letter to McGregor Movers dated June 2, 2016 requesting that they pay the $2,200 to USW Local 2660 otherwise the City of Keewatin and USW Local 2660 would seek legal action.

A motion was made by Maras and seconded by Clusiau to move forward with legal proceedings if McGregor Movers does not pay $2,200 to USW Local 2660 by June 17, 2016.  The City of Keewatin would file a claim for the City as well as USW Local 2660 for damage that the union hall and the City incurred at the time of the move.

Mr. LaFond from Stantec addressed the council that the MPCA has come back and said that data would need to be collected for 2 years before we would get an answer on weather or not the pond system would be a viable option.  Other options are being looked at, but right now it seems we are at a stand still.

A motion was made by Koprivec and seconded by Graves to assign the 302 First Street North property to the June 22, 2016.

A motion was made by Graves and seconded by Clusiau to start the process for a new hire for the City.  The City will post internally for 10 days and then take applications if it is not filled.

Mr. Johnson informed the council that the Third Street Project will start June 9, 2016.  They are about a week behind schedule due to weather.  Also IRRRB will be putting out grants in August for Public Works if the City has any water/sewer issues to address.

An update on the Community Center – parts of the kitchen are in place.  They are waiting for a door that should arrive this week.  They are on schedule to finish in July.  The brick should start to get put back on over the weekend or the beginning of next week.
